As you are aware, the Board of Trade (BoT) is an important body in Department of
Commerce to strategize on India’s exports and ways of expanding trade.

3. This meeting will be utilized to seek inputs and suggestions from the members which
will enable us in shaping policies towards realising the national target of achieving combined
exports of goods and services worth USD 2 trillion by 2030 and further expanding India’s share
in global trade in line with the Viksit Bharat vision for 2047.

S.0. 2571(E).—The Council for Trade Development and Promotion (CTDP) was constituted vide S.0. 1798(E)
dated 3" July, 2015 to ensure regular dialogue with State Governments and UTs on measures for providing an
International trade enabling environment in the States and to create a framework for making the States active partners in
boosting India’s exports. The Board of Trade has been in existence for quite some time and was reconstituted vide Trade
Notice 21/2015-20 dated 23 March, 2016. The objective of BOT is to have regular discussion and consultation with trade
and industry and advise the Government on Policy measures related to Foreign Trade Policy in order to achieve the
objective of boosting India’s trade.
